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THE CURRENT SITUATION OF ECONOMIC INTEGRATION
BETWEEN CHINA AND KAZAKHSTAN

Economic globalization is very important to the World Economy. Most country
take part in the world economic system and made their strategy of the regional
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economic integration, because it would increase the state’s economic. Economic
globalization is the increasing economic interdependence of national economics
across the world through a rapid increase in cross-border moment of goods, service,
technology and capital. It’s a process which draws countries out of their insulation
and makes them join rest of the world in its march towards a new world economic
order.

In July 4, 2005 the government of Kazakhstan and China has established
strategic partnerships [1]. Trade and economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and
China would be very important to the strategic partnerships and it’s also a key
element to the Kazakhstan developing the foreign economic relations. The two
countries' economic relations are developing in many areas, especially well
developed in the area of trade, railways and energy, It brought benefits to the people
of both countries. When research the two countries’ relations in past and present it
would be necessary consider the future situation to develop the trade and economic
cooperation. The research of trade and economic cooperation between China and
Kazakhstan in must be done under the globalization of the economy.

In 1990s, the structure of import and export trade between Kazakhstan and
China: for Kazakhstan, consumer goods are the major import from China and raw
materials are the major export to China. In order to improve the living standards of
the two countries’ people so changed the structure of import and export trade.
Nowadays, Kazakhstan imports products from China are mineral fertilizers,
foodstuff, tea, utensils, clothing, footwear, textiles, plastics and household appliance.
Exports products to China are crude oil, oil products, metal, mineral sand, steel,
fertilizer, copper, aluminum, wool and leather, etc...

There are multiple cooperation on economic and trade between China and
Kazakhstan, such as, cross-border trade, trade, commodities exhibition and economic
forums organized by the two governments or merchants. There are many owned
enterprises and joint ventures between the two countries and the exchange of experts
and technical personnel, study visits, tourism and labour exports project agreements
are in progress.

In terms of geopolitics, for Homeland security must strengthen political and
economic cooperation with neighbouring countries to increase trust. It is very
important to keep friendship with China, because the political and economic support
from China plays an important role in the development of our economy and
international relations.

On June 15, 2001, six heads of state of China, Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan and Uzbekistan met in Shanghai, announced the formal establishment of
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, and signed the “Declaration of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization [2].

The purpose of the Shanghai cooperation organization is to strengthen mutual
trust and good-neighbourly relations between member states; Encourage each
member in the political, economic and trade, science and technology, culture,
education, transportation, environmental protection and other fields of cooperation;
Work together to maintain and safeguard regional peace, security and stability;
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Establish a democratic, just, reasonable international political and economic new
order.

Along with the growth of the Shanghai cooperation organization, the economic
cooperation is becoming more and more meticulous, more and more specific. Its
development reflected in mechanism construction, planning development strategy,
promote project cooperation.

According to official statistics, in 2010, the six member states of the Shanghai
cooperation organization foreign trade volume amounted to $3.71758 trillion which is
three times higher than in 2001.Between China and the other five member states trade
volume has increased from $12.22 billion in 2001to $84.7 billionin2010,the average
annual growth more than 30%. Between Kazakhstan and the other five member states
Trade volume has increased from $ 6.41 billion in 2001 to $ 30.52 billionin2010,
which is four times higher than in 2001.Trade volume Between Kazakhstan and
China has increased from $ 1.29 billion in 2001 to $ 20.43 billionin2010. In 2009,
China has become the second largest trade partner of Kazakhstan and the country's
biggest export market in 2010.According to Kazakhstan Statistics Agency data, in
2010 the trade volume between Kazakhstan and the SCO member states was $ 32.35
billion, the proportion of its total import and export reached 36% which imports from
the SCO member states accounted for up to 52% China has become the Central Asian
country's most important export market [3].

Horgos International Border Cooperation Centre is a new form of regional
economic cooperation. It is controlled closely, with a total area of 5.28 square
kilometers, including 3.43 square kilometers of China, and 1.85 square kilometers of
Kazakhstan [4]. The main services contains trade negotiations, fair and sale of goods,
storage, transportation, hotels, business services and financial services. International
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cooperation and the central government expressed deep concerns about the
development and construction of the territory of Kazakhstan. After the signing of the
agreement on the management of the Government of Kazakhstan and China, the
Kazakhstan government established an international cooperation centre in Horgos
Border that was directly managed by the Ministry of Industry and Trade, and it was
responsible for the management of construction work in the territory of Kazakhstan.
Kazakhstan Horgos border developed the economic relationship with China through
the international cooperation centre, and can improve the level of industrial economy
by learning the best Chinese technique.

From the chart we can see the China and Kazakhstan rates of growth of real
GDP increased till 2008 then start to decreased because of the economic crisis, the
last years rates of growth of real GDP increased again because of the economic
recovery [5].

Our national economic competitiveness will get better under the global
economic integration. Nowadays, the cooperation between China and Kazakhstan
has reached a new stage, cooperation directed to many fields except raw materials. In
order to diversify the bilateral circulation of goods effective we should continue the
cooperation. In our opinion, it is necessary to consider and develop the project of
agriculture, new technologies, cross-border trade, transport and communications
sectors.
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
