In this regard, the article by Doctor of Philosophy, Professor Garifolla Yesim “New Word”, published
on the political arena of our country after the message of the new president Tokaev Kasym-Zhomart
Kemelovich, became a reference material for studying this urgent and large-scale topic.“The Diamond
Generation” implies the correct upbringing of the new generation and the desire for Kazakh-speaking.

One of the topical issues of today is the existence of a large state, its longevity, past and
future, the continuation of national traditions through generations, begins with our little angels.
Not in vain it is said that the Motherland begins with the family, because the upbringing of children
by Citizens who will benefit society is directly related to the upbringing of parents. Our main goal
for today is to preserve the Kazakh people and the state and make it eternal. Is there a higher idea?

We need not national education, but the education of a single people with deep roots, the
education of citizenship and morality. Education of young generation by citizens is a direction of
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preparation of the Kazakh patriots.

The word «Azamat» (citizen) has a deep meaning for Kazakhs. To be a citizen is to lead
your country to personal independence and to connect it with the interests of the state. That is why
our forefathers give the name «Azamat» for their sons.

The Kazakh language preserves our history, life, system of thinking, dreams and grief,
faith and fantasy, past, present, future, in short, the tradition and practice of the country. The idea
of being a Kazakh means uniting the interests of our state.

In order for the Kazakh people to be eternal, we need to be a Kazakh, said the Academician,
writer Garifoll Yesim, one of the most pressing topics at the present time [1]. According to the
great teacher, in order to preserve the Kazakh people, it is necessary to kazakhify the younger
generation, since only the Kazakh can absorb the qualities that are peculiar to the sacred Kazakh
people, instilled in our blood and absorbed by the whole body.

In
our case, these are parents, various social institutions, classes, society. There is a popular saying
— «Fish goes rotten by the head». It will be a big downturn for us if a marginal society starts
educating the younger generation. In this regard, we believe that if the «Brilliant generation», that
is, the growing generation of which the teacher speaks will be kazakhified and instilled with the
true Kazakh spirit and literacy we will be able to change our mindset, politics, culture, knowledge,
education, mentality that we have from the Soviet Union. And then, in fact, everything will change
and as the Great Abai said: «the words of God are True and God himself», we, the Kazakhs, will
turn into a real nation who has not lost their values. And what measures are being taken today to
solve these problems? What gaps do we allow on the part of the state, society, social institutions,
and the family?

As our teacher Garifolla Yesim said, the fourth wave includes from newborn babies to young
people under the age of twenty. They will be the «diamond generation.» Their efficiency is very
high. This generation will grow up, take control of the country, and then the Kazakh people will
live a beautiful life and enter the era of unprecedented prosperity.

We, the representatives of the older generation, who are over sixty, have a task, our duty is
not to demand too much from today’s youth, but to instill in them especially important values that
will be useful in the future [1]. Let us consider this common truth in more details...

In our country, the professions of the socio-cultural sphere are highly valued, social,
cultural, pedagogical, psychological and spiritual work carried out with the family is of particular
importance. This was the original cell of society. It forms the basis of society, playing an important
role in its social development.

The family is a source of love and respect; therefore it is an extremely necessary part of
humanity, our holiness. In a message to the people, the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
drew attention to the importance of accustoming the people to a healthy lifestyle and, first of all,
the importance of striving to change people’s thinking, that is, modernization and transformation
of consciousness. In particular, he emphasized the importance of family and family traditions.

In the message, the President addresses the paramount importance of children’s rights,
emphasizing: “Children are the most defenseless and weakest part of our society, and they should
not be powerless.” In addition, the President expressed his indignation at the current trend in the
increase in the number of single-parent families in our country: “I am against divorce. Young
people need to be educated in the spirit of family values, inculcated in them rejection of divorce,
since as a result, children suffer primarily. As the saying goes, a father who does not know how to
graze sheep, his son does not know how to graze lambs. The burden of raising children should not
only fall on the shoulders of the mother - this is the responsibility of both parents, ”-the President
reasonably addressed his people [2].
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Atpresent, the family seems to be a “haven for the soul,” a bulwark of support and protection
so necessary for everyone. Family bonds contribute to the restoration of performance and are the
primary condition for a full spiritual life. The family is a kind of world, an institution characterized
by close ties between its members. It allows you to combine into one whole all areas of human
activity. Family is a relationship, unanimity, feelings of loved ones, a great cultural path.

The family is the first step on the way of education, through which a person goes through
life. This is the place where formed the foundations of humanity, culture of behavior, opens the
inner world of the child, and honed his personal qualities and abilities. The family influences the
self-perception of the child, appears as a support in his social and creative life. The process of
primary socialization of the child begins in the family. The well-being of the family, including
social status, the activities that family members are engaged in, material security and the level of
education of parents, all this in most cases determines the life path of the child [3].

In the family, the individual acquires his first life experience; therefore, it is of great
importance whether the younger generation was brought up in favorable or unfavorable conditions
of the family. Unfortunately, today the number of families that do not meet established social
norms has increased. Such families contribute to the appearance of children with characters that
contradict them. Wrong choice of forms of influence, methods and means of training usually lead
to the emergence of incorrect relationships between children, society, the formation of negative
habits and needs.

Such surrogate education may satisfy parents, although often the benefits of such education
are not at all, sometimes it can even be dangerous [4]. Modern pedagogy, including literature,
philosophy and culture, gives the wrong education, since all these areas are in decline. To
understand how to better approach the correction of the situation, it is necessary to turn to the
writings of Abay, Shakarim, Mukhtar and Balasagun, moreover, first of all, it is necessary to
embark on the path of faith, live the idea of love for Allah. We must start with ourselves and teach
the younger generation.

Ordinary behavior of parents in front of children, their character is one of the features
of family education. The child, imitating his parents, copies their good and bad habits, learn the
rules of relationships that are not accepted in society. In the end, it contributes to the formation
of antisocial and illegal forms of behavior. The peculiarities of family education, the difficulties
faced by parents, the mistakes they make, affect the education, the formation of the personality of
children. Questions of development and formation of the child’s personality, first of all, depend on
the style of family education, determined by the individual views of parents on these issues. Now,
when the lifestyle is put above individuality, during the development of technology, the decline of
human values, a lot of families adopting foreign family traditions and values, not alien to instill
such traditions and values in their children, raising a child in a style far from our mentality, have
become a scourge of society and in general for the Kazakh people. The environment has an impact
on the socialization of the younger generation. According to A.B. Mudric «A social pedagogue is a
person who is not only engaged in social education in the context of socialization, that is, education
within specially created institutions, but also a specialist who pays attention to the education of
the social category of all age groups and people outside their circle of responsibilities» [5].

Cultural degradation occurs in families with low social status in one particular direction
or in several that do not cope with the duties assigned to them. Their ability to adapt is low, and
there are great difficulties in family education, the results are low.

Work carried out with families belonging to social groups includes three main components:
education, psychological and mediation. Education includes assistance in training and education.
The psychological component is divided into socio-psychological support and correction. The
aim of the support is to create a favorable microclimate in the family during the period of short-
term crisis. Correction in the form of establishing interpersonal relationships is mainly applied in
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the case of mental violence in the family over the child, which can lead to neuropsychiatric and
physiological disorders. This type of violence may include intimidation, humiliation, insulting
honor and dignity, mockery of the feelings of the child.

Now more than ever relevant the question of the growth of the number of disadvantaged
families in society. This is a consequence of the lack of highly qualified specialists in this field,
especially such as cultural studies, social educators and psychologists. The underdevelopment of
the social sphere and the lack of qualified personnel capable of solving difficulties in the family
have a negative impact on the state of society.

The main duty of participants of cultural and social processes in work with families
is the solution of a question of an exit from a crisis situation. It should be noted the need for
timely prevention and neutralization of such families. These specialists, working with families,
find solutions not only to cultural and social problems, but also to social, economic, medical and
psychological problems. The main goal of all social spheres is to direct the internal forces of the
family to overcome the crisis. For this, first of all, it is necessary to discuss the problem. Secondly,
the specialist develops recommendations for the family, and thirdly, the search for a way out of
the crisis.

The state carries out a large amount of work aimed at supporting the institution of the
family. With economic growth there are increases in the incomes of residents, the size of pensions
and benefits aimed at protecting the mother and child, children, large families and the disabled.

In addition, today, in Kazakhstan, as elsewhere in the world, the institution of the family
is in crisis. The number of single-parent families and children born out of wedlock is growing,
since a significant part of citizens, especially young people, imitating the imposed Western way
of life; do not seek to register a marriage in a relationship. These processes often contribute to
the growth of negative social problems such as violence, crime, and morbidity. Considering the
hypothesis that became the basis for my research, I would like to make my proposal: it is necessary
to amend the legislation of Kazakhstan regarding the age of marriage and consider measures to
strictly prevent divorces at the legislative level; for this reason, to adopt new views on the family
by replacing the old family model with a new one, work to improve the quality of psychological,
cultural and spiritual education regarding crises that arise in the life cycle, respectively, to create
family-marriage institutions.

As A. S. Makarenko noted, the education of children is the most important area of our life.
Children are future citizens who will write new pages in the history of our country, they are future
parents. The right upbringing of children will ensure us a happy old age, and bad upbringing
generates sorrows and difficulties, making us guilty before other people and the country. Teacher
Yessim said: we must enter the civilization of the Kazakhs, for this we need to remember the civic
consciousness, that is, commitment to their country, remember the religious consciousness and the
issue of wealth and poverty. The prosperity of the Kazakh people depends on these three factors.

New proposals are based on these three questions. A modern approach to these three
factors will be a new proposal [1] It is now required of us that we correctly convey these new
thoughts, comprehend the heritage of the Kazakh people, adhere to the individual Kazakh lifestyle.
Each of us should strive to raise children in the Kazakh spirit, thereby raising Kazakh life to a new
level. Only then will we become a diamond generation and will be able to proudly carry this title!

L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian
National University, Main Building, room 402) and by e-mail vest_hist@enu.kz in Word format.
At the same time, the correspondence between Word-version and the hard copy must be strictly
maintained. And you also need to provide the cover letter of the author(s).

3. Language of publications: Kazakh, Russian, English.

Submission of articles to the scientific publication office means the authors’ consent to
the right of the Publisher, L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University, to publish articles in the
journal and the re-publication of it in any foreign language. Submitting the text of the work for
publication in the journal, the author guarantees the correctness of all information about himself,
the lack of plagiarism and other forms of improper borrowing in the article, the proper formulation
of all borrowings of text, tables, diagrams, illustrations.

4. The volume of the article should not exceed 18 pages (from 10 pages).

- 20 mm. Font: type - Times New Roman, font size - 14)

Abstract (100-200 words, the article title should not repeat in the content, it should not contain
bibliographic references, it should reflect the summary of the article, preserving the structure of
the article - introduction, problem statement, goals, history, research methods, results /discussion,
conclusion).

Key words (6-8 words/word combination. Keywords should reflect the main content of
the article, use terms from the article, as well as terms that define the subject area and include
other important concepts that make it easier and more convenient to find the article using the
information retrieval system).

The main text of the article should contain an introduction, problem statement, goals, history,
research methods, methodology, results / discussion, conclusion - line spacing - 1, indent of the
“red line” -1.25 cm, alignment in width.

Tables, figures should be placed after the mention. Each illustration should be followed by an
inscription. Figures should be clear, clean, not scanned.

All abbreviations, with the exception of those known to be generally known, must be
deciphered when first used in the text.

Information on the financial support of the article is indicated on the first page in the form of a
footnote.

References. In the text references are indicated in square brackets. References should be
numbered strictly in the order of the mention in the text. The first reference in the text to the
literature should have the number [1], the second - [2], etc. The reference to the book in the main



text of the article should be accompanied by an indication of the pages used (for example, [1, 45
p.]). References to unpublished works are not allowed. Unreasonable references to unreviewed
publications (examples of the description of the list of literature, descriptions of the list of literature
in English, see below in the sample of article design).

6. Atthe end of the article, after the list of references, it is necessary to indicate bibliographic
data in Russian and English (if the article is in Kazakh), in Kazakh and English (if the article is in
Russian) and in Russian and Kazakh languages (if the article is English language).

Information about authors: surname, name, patronymic, scientific degree, position, place
of work, full work address, telephone, e-mail - in Kazakh, Russian and English.

7. The article must be carefully verified. Articles that do not meet technical requirements
will be returned for revision. Returning for revision does not mean that the article has been
accepted for publication.

Work with electronic proofreading. Articles received by the Department of Scientific
Publications (editorial office) are sent to anonymous review. All reviews of the article are sent to
the author. The authors must send the proof of the article within three days. Articles that receive
a negative review for a second review are not accepted. Corrected versions of articles and the
author’s response to the reviewer are sent to the editorial office. Articles that have positive reviews
are submitted to the editorial boards of the journal for discussion and approval for publication.

Periodicity of the journal: 4 times a year.
