Annotation. In the context of transformations in modern education and increasing demands on learning outcomes, the
problem of students’ academic socialization is gaining particular importance.

In this regard, the
concept of academic socialization is used to describe a complex process of forming academic culture, learning
motivation, and cognitive strategies that ensure successful learning and further educational and professional
development. The diversity of approaches to interpreting this phenomenon necessitates an analysis of existing
definitions and clarification of the content of academic socialization at different levels of education.
