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Abstract. The article analyzes the main directions of the PRC foreign policy in the implementation of the
concept of “soft power”. The classification of the main groups are given to make up the features of China's “soft
power”. A description of the PRC policy is presented by regarding the distribution of Chinese both within the country
and abroad. Forming an attractive image of the country, the leadership of the People’s Republic of China pays special
attention to the spread of Chinese in the world, which is a necessary element in the implementation of the concept of
“soft power” in the foreign policy of China at the present stage. The article discusses various aspects of “soft” Chinese
influence on the outside world. One of the most common tools for the implementation of “soft power” is public
diplomacy, which can be carried out through official channels (public speeches of officials), as well as unofficial
channels (NGOs, universities, etc.).
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Introduction. Relevance of this paper is caused by increasing role of the People’s Republic
of China “soft power” in international relations on the global level. The systematic-functional
method is a basic approach of the study, which makes it possible to expose cultural diplomacy ties
of the PRC with other countries. Also was used the method of comparative analysis. This method
allows examining the foreign policy of China and its steps to implement its “soft power” all over
the world in order to strengthen its positions in the international arena.

In the XXI century, China’s approach to foreign policy has undergone tremendous changes,
moving from a period of aggression and isolation under Mao Zedong’s rule, to an era of peace and
development under the leadership of communist reformers. Three decades ago, China was viewed
as a tough communist system that threatened the development of democracy in Asia and other
parts of the world — an image that was aggravated by the Chinese Communist Party’s extremely
hard reaction to the demands of democratization of Chinese society and the state that were put
forward by students in Tiananmen Square in 1989.

Today, China is becoming more modern and globalized. The economic reforms initiated
in 1978 by Deng Xiaoping turned China into one of the world’s largest attractive economies. The
basis for the practical development of Deng Xiaoping’s reform ideas was the course of “Four
Modernizations”, which pursued the goal of transformation in four areas — agriculture, industry,
army, science and technology. The main means of implementing modernization were declared
reforms and a policy of “openness”. The policy of “openness” was intended to include China in
the process of globalization of the economy and other spheres of life of the human community,
to actively attract foreign capital, use the achievements of science, technology and managerial
experience in order to, ultimately, increase China’s world competitiveness. The “openness” of
the country was the most important component of the new economic and social policy and the
understanding of the strong connection between the possibilities of modernization of China and
its “discovery”, with its inclusion in the global processes of material and spiritual development of
the whole world, is a huge merit of Deng Xiaoping.

Today, China is a model of transformation: prosperity in the years of economic growth not
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only made China attractive for foreign investors, but also allowed to obtain such capital to be the
main consumer in the world market.

Chinese ““soft power” is associated with the impact on the hearts and minds of foreign
peoples, as well as with the perception of China’s image in the eyes of foreign leaders, who are one
of the main goals of Chinese “soft power”. Beijing seeks to minimize the impression that China
poses a threat to others and, thus, tries to translate the peaceful image of the Chinese state to the
masses. Carrying out this task, China implements the other goals of its foreign policy activities.

Chinese civilization is characterized by the continuity of tradition and cultural monolith,
regulated by emotionally-colored relationships [1]. It is not at all surprising that culture is assigned
to one of the main resources in China’s soft power strategy. China mainly focuses on supporting
and promoting its traditional culture, confident that the country is able to increase its “soft power”
by forming a common identity and values for Asians based on Confucian values of unity, frugality
and the concept of harmony [2]. Some researchers believe that China attaches great importance
to the dissemination of information about its culture and historical past in order to demonstrate
the differences between Chinese and Western values. But this is done not so much in order to
elevate one’s own state over others, clearly emphasizing superiority in cultural development
or in any other, but so that anyone who becomes familiar with China’s history, its traditional
values, thinking, culture can understand his path of development, his position in the context of
international relations.

With regard to the main directions of application of the policy of “soft power” of China,
we can distinguish five groups of directions:

1. investments (taking into account modern realities, we will nevertheless attribute this
aspect to the elements of “soft power”;

2. humanitarian aid;

3. the spread of the Chinese language;

4. diplomacy;

5. participation in the activities of international organizations and work with the ethnic
group.

1. The strength of China’s investment is perhaps its most significant and effective tool of
“soft power”. China is the fourth largest investor in Kazakhstan. The growth of trade between
Kazakhstan and China in 2018 increased by 11.4% and amounted to $ 12 billion [3]. China’s
investment strategy is largely dependent on the need to acquire stable and sustainable energy and
raw material supply to maintain a high level of domestic economic growth. China’s demand for
energy resources and raw materials is at the core of its economic activities in the Middle East,
Africa and Latin America. Chinese money especially attractive for many developing countries,
since they are not related to “human rights conditions, good governance requirements, approved
design restrictions and environmental quality standards that are tied to the means of Western
governments”.

China’s investments are very concentrated in energy and raw materials, infrastructure and
advanced technologies. Energy and raw materials are needed to sustain growth. Roads, bridges,
and dams are critical to the economic growth of developing countries, so infrastructure investments
enable China to gain the benefits of resource-rich developing countries. Investments in advanced
technologies are driven by the need for China to acquire its own technologies in order to be more
competitive in the global market.

2. Maintaining peace and humanitarian assistance is an important element in the
demonstration of “soft power”. China is an active peacemaker. China ranks second after France
among the permanent members of the UN Security Council in the number of peacekeepers sent
under the flag of the organization to the “hot spots” of the planet. Medicine is also one of the
important points of humanitarian aid in China. More than 15,000 doctors were sent to more than
47 African countries and provided care to approximately 180 million patients. Over the past 40
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years, more than 2,000 Chinese doctors have been sent to Yemen to conduct medical programs to
help the local population, in response to this, China gained access to energy resources [4].

There is no exact data on the volume of Chinese humanitarian aid, but one can no doubt
judge that China has significantly increased this item of expenditure. And to advertise the image
of a responsible participant in international relations, the national media of the PRC actively cover
China’s activities in the UN.

3. In the past few years, the PRC leadership has been pursuing a policy of spreading its
language and culture within the country and abroad. The Chinese language and culture have
already become an important resource of “soft power” [5, p. 62]. In his keynote speech at the
XVII Congress of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) on October 15, 2007, Chairman Hu Jintao
stated that the CCP should “promote culture as part of China’s “soft power” in order to preserve
the main culture of the Chinese people, their rights and interests” [6]. The ideologist and creator
of “soft power”, Professor J. Nye, in the article “The Olympic Games and “soft power” of China”
noted that China’s economic and military power is not comparable to the corresponding US forces,
China has a long way to go about implementing “soft power” [7]. At the 2008 Beijing Olympics,
the Chinese may have won a large number of gold medals, but in the area of “soft power” they
have not yet reached the level of the United States. J. Nye hopes that Chinese leaders are aware of
the importance of freedom of speech in the formation of “soft power” [8].

In January 2000, Li Daoyu, a former deputy chairman of the Chinese Citizenship Affairs
Committee of the Overseas National People’s Representatives Congress (NPC), announced that
China would support learning Chinese outside of China, also provide support for schools run by
Chinese overseas, since the spread of the Chinese language is an important strategic task [9, p.
62]. Hu Yuqing, deputy to the National People’s Congress, noted that learning Chinese language
contributes to building national power and is a way to develop China’s “soft power” [10, p. 67].
Such statements clearly demonstrate that the PRC government considers Chinese an important
political and cultural source of “soft power”, and the promotion of language learning abroad is a
tool for the effective implementation of the “soft power” strategy [9, p. 62]. After the fifth generation
of Chinese leaders came to power, political statements were issued calling for the realization of
the “Chinese dream” - “the great revival of the Chinese nation” [11]. The traditional culture of
China and the Chinese language are in unity since the times of Confucius, Lao Zi and Men Zi and
represent the basis of the “great revival of the nation”, they are effective tools for implementing
“soft power” in the modern foreign policy of the PRC [12, p. 243-245]. Since the beginning of the
2000s, the number of people studying Chinese as a foreign language has increased in the world.
According to official statistics from the State Chancellery for the Promotion of Chinese Language
Abroad, under the Ministry of Education of the People’s Republic of China, Zhongguojia, Hanyu,
GojiTuiguang Lindao Xiaozu, abbreviated as Hanban), established in 1984 under the Chinese
government, more than 40 million people are learning Chinese. In the People’s Republic of China,
the study of language and culture has become a fashion trend of the 21st century, and some
South-East Asian countries are even covered by the “Chinese fever” [13, p. 11]. The Ministry
of Education of China implements the strategy of “soft power” in two ways. The basis of the
first method consists of students studying in China itself. Deputy Chief of the Department of
International Cooperation and Exchanges of the Ministry of Education of the PRC, Yu Jihai, said
that at present China ranks first in the world in the number of students studying abroad. Mr. Yu
stressed that students who graduated from universities abroad are now increasingly seeking to
return to China [14].

The Beijing government is taking active steps to improve the level and quality of training
foreign students studying in China. Thus, the deputy head of the department of international
cooperation at the Ministry of Education of the PRC, Sheng Jianxu, noted that the Ministry of
Education of the PRC is interested in Chinese universities accepting “higher level” foreign students
[15]. In addition, the Hanban administration has focused on the development of a network of
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Confucius institutions, as well as cultural and research centers around the world. Zhang Xiaohui,
the head of the department’s work at the Confucius Institute at Peking University of Foreign
Languages, noted that there is currently a rapid increase in the number of Chinese learners in the
world, gaining strength after 2000. The expert stressed that since 2005 China has been pursuing a
“go abroad” policy, announced Chairman of the People’s Republic of China Jiang Zemin (1993-
2003), developing the system of Confucius institutions. Over the years, a phenomenon has emerged
abroad that can be called the “Chinese language boom”, and this boom continues to grow [15].

The interest in studying the interpretation of the sayings and acts of Confucius, which
manifests itself at the highest level of the Chinese leadership, can be attributed to a tool for realizing
cultural “soft power”. According to the Chinese President Xi Jinping, China will continue to draw
wisdom and strength from traditional culture; at the same time, the state needs to have sufficient
power and self-confidence in the face of the whole world; it is impossible to constantly adjust
to Western values. It is necessary, in accordance with the principle of “getting along with the
environment, not identifying with it”, to disseminate one’s own culture and views [16]. Together
with the most ancient hieroglyphic writing, the Chinese language is perceived as the foundation
of Chinese civilization and a guarantee of the preservation of national identity in the context of
globalization, as an integral part of patriotism [17].

The promotion of Chinese language and culture is carried out by the Research Center for
Foreign Sinology at the Peking University of Foreign Languages, which develops Sinology in
the People’s Republic of China and abroad, and also funds some scientific programs of foreign
researchers.

Thus, in conclusion, it should be noted that China demonstrates a huge interest in spreading
the national culture and language, which relies on strong political and economic influence. Intensive
popularization of the Chinese language and culture is included in the scientific concept that was
put forward at the XVII and established at the XVIII Congress of the CPC Central Committee
on the implementation of “Chinese globalization” and the creation of a “powerful cultural state”
in the framework of a “harmonious world”. This should be an effective tool for solving internal
and external problems of the country. The Chinese language and culture have become the most
important instruments of the Chinese government for the realization of “soft power” in foreign
policy, with the help of which China creates an attractive image abroad. The Celestial Empire
is trying to deeply integrate into world processes, in connection with which it becomes obvious
that the intensification of the struggle between the eastern and western value systems cannot be
avoided.

4. Diplomacy of the PRC is changing, adapting to the needs of “soft power”. China has
adopted a more complex diplomacy project, including an increase in summits and high-level
meetings and the preparation of more qualified diplomats. Beijing often hosts leaders of small
states, especially countries in Africa and South Asia. Being showered foreign leaders are deeply
grateful for the hospitality provided during their studies in China. Top-level politicians often visit
various states on official visits, while Chinese diplomats demonstrate the highest qualifications in
the negotiations. They are educated at prestigious foreign universities and possess professionalism
incomparable to the earlier cohorts of diplomats.

In this regard, American analysis offer US diplomats to borrow effective methods and
technologies from the Chinese arsenal: to significantly improve language and regional studies,
and politicians to learn to be diplomats, often travel to developing countries [18].

5. China is becoming an increasingly active participant in international organizations,
in order to enhance its international significance, as well as to demonstrate its responsibility in
solving common problems. China seeks to join already existing regional organizations in Central
and Southeast Asia, Latin America and the Caribbean. These include the Asia-Pacific Economic
Cooperation Organization, the ASEAN Regional Forum, the East Asia-Latin America Cooperation
Forum, the Inter-American Development Bank, the Organization of American States. China also
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was one of the founding states of several international organizations in which the United States
does not participate. Among them are the East Asia Summit, the SCO and the China-Africa
Cooperation Forum.

In addition, China, unlike the United States, is actively working with its ethnic group
abroad. The Chinese ethnic group (huaqiao) is the largest in the world: according to various
estimates, more than 50 million ethnic Chinese live outside the territory of the PRC. Among them
are two directions of migrants: the Chinese, who left China before the creation of the PRC, and
the Chinese, who left after the creation of the PRC. The second group can, in turn, be divided into
two: permanent emigrants and temporary (leaving the country, for example, for work or study
abroad).

Today, Chinese migration abroad is mainly associated with a temporary departure from
the country to study or work. From 1978 to 2017, over 2.6 million Chinese students received
education abroad [19]. The positions of the Chinese diaspora in the region of Southeast Asia are
especially strong. On behalf of China, it is most effective to use “soft power”, as the influence
of Chinese culture is maximized. The Chinese make up a significant population of Singapore —
78% and Malaysia — 30%, and other ASEAN countries — there are significant Chinese diasporas:
Thailand — 12%, Brunei — 10.5%, Cambodia — 7%, Indonesia — 4%, Myanmar — 3 %, Philippines
— 3%, Laos — 2%, Vietnam — 1%. Over the course of several centuries, the countries of SEA have
borrowed many cultural and political achievements of China [20, p. 47].

The Chinese government is making efforts to make overseas education more accessible to
talented Chinese. In accordance with the National Plan for the medium and long-term educational
reform and development for the period 2010-2020 the China’s National Scholarship Council
annually grants several thousand scholarships to young Chinese students to study abroad. In
addition to these scholarships, a number of universities and companies also provide scholarships
to employees for study abroad (usually in graduate and postgraduate studies).

Thus, in order to strengthen its positions in the global arena, China is actively using
traditional forms that are used by the countries implementing the “soft power” policy. The
intensification of educational activities ensured a rapid increase in the number of foreign students
in the country, the constant strengthening of the positions of Chinese universities in world rankings.
This direction provides for the involvement of young generation in the “soft power” of China. The
future opportunities of the state depend on the success of this activity to maximize its “soft power”
and increase its authority in the international arena.

In addition to the standard soft power tools, for China it is characteristic to use a number
of specific tools in the promotion of which they have achieved undoubted success. First of all it
concerns the Institutes and Confucius Classes, which are widely used in the world. Largely thanks
to them that there is a constant increase in the popularity of the Chinese language, culture and art.

A significant tool for soft power policy is the activity aimed at promoting international
development. It helps to shape a positive image and attractiveness of the state. Currently, the scale
of assistance to developing countries and the number of recipients has grown. For this, additional
structures have been created, such as the Asian Bank for Infrastructure Investment and the Silk
Road Fund.

The most effective “soft power” tool should be considered the Chinese Diaspora, which
plays an important role in the spread of Chinese cultural, political and economic influence in the
countries of residence. Preserving all its originality and its cultural heritage, “huaqio” are one
of the key influence factors of China. There is a development of traditional public diplomacy in
China, such as the form of the impact on a foreign audience. One of them is the spread of Chinese
foreign policy initiatives and concepts. A striking example of the latter is the global Chinese Belt
and Way initiative, which, if distributed, will continue to expand the reach of the Chinese “soft
power”.
