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Nowadays contemporary Kazakhstan’s society is a social modernization and desire to global

The relevance of this report - The main urgency of this study is determined primarily by the 
state of the current level of trilingualism in Kazakhstan. This material represents the designation 
and study of the concept of trilingualism.

  - To consider the theoretical aspects of realization polylinguism; 
  - To acquaint with the results of the testing. 

The ex-leader of the State N.A.Nazarbaev has determined quite high objectives for national 
education. The education must be competitive and a high quality. Thus, the graduations of 
Kazakhstan’s school will easily continue their studies at foreign high schools. In speeches and 
addresses, Nursultan Nazarbayev has repeatedly talked about the importance and significance of the 
development of polylinguism for multinational Kazakhstan society. The idea of the trinity of 
languages in Kazakhstan ex-President first announced in 2004, later returning to it repeatedly. So, 
the ex-Head of State noted once again at the XII session of the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan, 
that the knowledge of at least three languages is important for the future of our children in October 
2006. In addition, already in 2007 in his Address to the people of Kazakhstan "New Kazakhstan in 
the new world," the ex-Head of State proposed to begin a phased realization of the cultural project 
"Trinity of languages". 

Possession of Kazakh, Russian and foreign languages in a modern society become an 
integral component of personal and professional activities of mankind. All this as a whole is in need 
of university students to master several foreign languages, which is more prestigious as a socially 
and professionally the situation in the future will give them a real chance to take in society. 
Trilingualism education - it is the imperative of our time, as the entire world is polylinguistic. 
Reasonable, good and correctly introduction polylinguism will allow to university graduates to be 
communicative and adapt in another environment. 
 After studying this topic, we decided to conduct a small research at our university. We 
decided to see how trilingual education is implemented at our university and whether it is 
implemented at all.

But it depends on 
ability to develop the culture and preserve the history and language of the Kazakh people.

R.E. Assylgozhina  created a group-account in Facebook named «Enu Zhangyru» as an individual 
initiative. The mission of this project is bringing the scope of all topical issues at Eurasian National 
University named after L.N. Gumilyov and beyond. The group is included the various video with 
interviews and thematic surveys, which provided in three languages Kazakh, Russian and English. 
However the administrator places emphasis on English language with the aim of promoting 
«Rukhani Zhangyru» program.
