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This paper will consider various problems of management and impact of culture on effective
management. Principles of use Asian management style and Confucianism affection on East Asian
countries. The purpose of this paper is to identify, explore Confucianism’s real effect on East Asia
and what impact would bring East Asian’s style of management to Kazakhstani management
development

National models of management have been developing together with management itself.
Nowadays, there are two basic types of it: American management, which distinguishes by its
individual responsibility and narrow specialization, and Asian management, demanding hierarchy
of managing and coordination of action with control.

Most of historical processes affected for today’s Kazakhstani management model. During 20
years there were defined peculiarities, which became as fundamental for Kazakhstani management.

Kazakh companies have a main purpose — to have profits, without considering marketing
researches, advertising strategies, organizational management, and mechanism of optimizing
expenditures. Most of companies use authoritarian principle of managing and organizational
environment, corporation culture as a basic approach. Therefore, the sphere of management has
more drawbacks than benefits. This can be explained by not adequate professional level of staff.
Moreover, there are actual problems — absence of strategic thinking and not high rate of
effectiveness

Adaptation of principles of East Asian countries for local management model could
positively affect to economy of the Kazakhstan. Over the past 30 years, four small nations in East
Asia — South Korea, Taiwan, Hong Kong and Singapore — have been exhibiting an impressive rate
economic growth that rivals that of Japan, and today they rank among the world’s most successful
economies. Many explanations for East Asia’s phenomenal growth have been offered. Since every
international executive knows that local social values have much to do with the way of business is
conducted throughout the world, much attention has been focused on finding a cultural explanation.
In the area of cultural explanation, much attention has been focused on the possibility that
Confucian values — the common ethical thread among East Asian nations, which have had a positive
influence on East Asia’s economic development.

The nature of Confucianism and its profound influence on East Asia is mind-bogging. It
forms the foundation of all ethics and morality in business as well as social and personal life,
detailing the attitudes and behavior appropriate to every type of human relationship, from the top of
the bottom of the social order, from the most intimate family relationship to the most distant
associations, and in every area of daily life. The parts of the nature of Confucianism are:

-A formula for relationships

- Family first

- Hierarchy and Harmony

-Obligations

-Formalities

-The value of education

-Family first in the business Setting.

These categories became fundamental approaches of each East Asian business, Consequently,
established a foundation of Japan, Korean and Four Asian Tigers management system.

Possible benefits of modern Asian management problem solving strategy for Kazakh
managers. There are 3 branches of East Asian management principles that could benefit local
system:

-Collectivism.

Confucian teachings consider “family” the prototype of all social organizations. Confucianism
is like social cement that fixes family members in the network of their appropriate hierarchical
relationship. Furthermore, concepts such as loyalty, obedience, and filial piety practiced in the
family are transferred to social organizations in which habits of disciplined subordination and
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acceptance of authority are fostered. Three discernible value orientations influenced by Confucian
teachings can be identified within the family system:

-a lineal structure of relational orientation

-a specific positional role behavior

-authoritarian orientation

This collectivistic sense of the family structure that is applied to social organizations is one of
the main reasons for the economic success of the Asian Five Dragons. The extension of the family
system to business produces a popular practice of ‘family enterprise” in the Asian Five Dragons.

Individualism and collectivism in Kazakhstan depends on location of company. For example,
it has been noticed that in Almaty and Astana an authoritarian system is more spread, meanwhile in
South Kazakhstan cities collectivism system is a leading one. From historian ages Kazaks were
collectively integrated nationality, starting from “zhuz” and “orda”.

Nowadays, in Asian modern management “collectivism” is “family’s enterprise”. Therefore,
it is crucial for Kazakhstani management system to adopt collectivism from East Asian countries.
Family’s enterprise plays an important role at development small and medium business.

Hierarchy and Harmony

The goal and purpose of establishing a rigid hierarchy of relationships has been to create and
maintain a harmonious collective social order. Maintaining absolute loyalty and obedience to
authority and fulfilling the obligations within relationships is supposed to guarantee an ordered
collectivity in which overt conflict is absent.

The value of education

Education is still the pathway to power in East Asia today. Young people are highly
motivated to obtain it, and diplomas and degrees are deeply respected achievements, still
representing an important component of virtue. The method of education still places the major
emphasis on accumulating a vast store of knowledge thought rote memorization, producing a work
force better suited to the regimentation of the manufacturing and service industries than to more
innovative and creative fields like software development and biotechnology.

Top performers — Global Index of Cognitive Skills and Educational Attainment
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Kazakhstan achieved big economical indexes via fossil fuels. Current economy demands
human sources as for innovate potentials and perspectives. Remarkable way for evolving natural
sources — to use Japanese principle, “our riches — human resources”.
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Overall, it can be concluded that current management system of Kazakhstan lacks
professional staff and is in need of other approach. This problem can be solved by using
Confucianism principles that had a positive impact on the economy of East Asian countries. East
Asian values and management style would affect to problem solving strategy, organizational
structure of Kazakhstani management.
