Annotation: This article examines the use of the Mind Map method (mental maps) for developing
reading skills in students of non-linguistic specialties during the process of learning English. The
theoretical foundations of the method, its advantages, and its practical application in the
educational process are described. The Mind Map method facilitates the visualization of
information, improves text comprehension and retention, and enhances logical and critical
thinking. The conducted experiment demonstrated that using this method increases students'
academic performance and makes the learning process more effective.
