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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to demonstrate that ESP is a viable alternative to the general
English language courses used in many universities in Kazakhstan, in particular at ENU. ESP helps
students develop language skills directly applicable to their chosen fields of study, and also
enhances their ability to communicate effectively in both academic and professional contexts. The
study recommends that educational institutions and teachers recognize the importance of ESP as
it has been proven to have a positive impact on the future professional life of students.

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Introduction

The global push for effective English learning methods remains crucial as the language
cements its role in international communication. Universities worldwide prioritize refining
teaching strategies, yet approaches vary—some cling to traditional models while others innovate.
Regular evaluation of practices is vital to meet evolving student needs.

In Kazakhstan, outdated English instruction may stem from resource constraints, awareness
gaps, or faculty resistance to change. However, modernizing methods offers significant benefits.
Tailoring English programs to specific faculties—aligning vocabulary and communication styles
with disciplines—enhances relevance and efficiency. This targeted approach:

e Boosts proficiency in field-specific language use,
e Strengthens engagement by linking skills to career goals,

e Improves retention through practical application.
Such integration fosters academic and professional readiness, making language learning both cost-
effective and impactful. Embracing innovation, despite challenges, is key to empowering students
in a globalized world.

Methodology

English has become a global language, essential for communication across borders. In the
modern era, its significance cannot be overstated.

As the primary language of international communication, English facilitates interactions
in trade, research, and daily life. Proficiency in English opens doors to academic and career
opportunities. Over 90% of scientific papers are published in English [1], and many prestigious
universities offer courses in English, attracting students worldwide. Employers also prioritize
English skills, recognizing their importance in the global job market [2].

Kazakhstan acknowledges this by implementing a trilingual education system, making
English compulsory from the third grade. This aligns with the “100 Concrete Steps” national
plan introduced by N.A. Nazarbayev [3]. Students study English for nine years using a spiral
curriculum, which reinforces learning by revisiting topics at increasing levels of complexity [4].
This method enhances knowledge retention, logical sequencing, and interdisciplinary integration
[51[6].

However, in higher education, where specialization is key, the spiral curriculum may not
fully meet students’ professional needs. More targeted approaches, such as communicative
language teaching and the direct method, are also employed, but they often focus on general
language skills. This highlights the necessity of specialized English instruction tailored to
individual university departments.

ESP

English for Specific Purposes (ESP), established since the 1960s [7], teaches English
tailored to learners’ professional fields, primarily targeting adults in higher education
(master’s/PhD) or professionals. Universities aim to develop specialists for societal and economic
growth, with English fluency enhancing global competitiveness (e.g., Eurasian National
University/ENU students).

ESP focuses on field-specific vocabulary, expressions, and communication tools [8], but
lacks grammar depth. While past challenges included outdated textbooks [9], modern resources
like English for Construction (Evan Frando) improved career clarity and soft skills in an
experimental group.

A study surveyed 1 experimental group and 69 students from ENU’s Faculty of
Architecture/Construction to assess ESP’s benefits. Findings aim to validate its necessity in higher
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education through primary/secondary data analysis, emphasizing career preparedness and
international engagement.

Gender

Out of the 69 students surveyed, a majority were females, comprising more than half of the total
respondents.

Third of interviewees speak English well, 11 understand general English, but only with the need
of a dictionary. The majority is able to read and express themselves, and the last group, which
takes up only 10%, speaks English fluently.

65 students out of 69 believe that English is important for their professional career. It shows their
consciousness and that the absolute majority want to adapt to the fast changing world.

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When asked about their interest in learning specialized English dedicated to their department rather
than general English, 76.8% responded affirmatively and 23.2% responded negatively.

When asked about their preferences regarding the type of language they would like to learn, 55.1%
ofthe 69 respondents expressed an interest in learning a specialized English language, while 44.9%
indicated a preference for a general language. Experimental group and their experience with

learning specialized English is taken into account. This group was studying English during the
whole semester.

The majority of scholars are content with their studies, with no adverse comments recorded.
Nevertheless, there are discrepancies in the level of satisfaction, with over half of the interviewees
expressing high levels of satisfaction with the experiment. Approximately one-fourth of the group
rated the course as "good,” while a minority remained neutral.

When asked whether specialized English had a positive effect on them, 87.5% of the experimental
group responded affirmatively, while 12.5% responded negatively.

Analyzing Survey Results on English for Specific Purposes (ESP) in Higher Education

Research into the relevance and preference of English for Specific Purposes (ESP) versus
General English in higher education has revealed profound trends and opinions among students.
Analyzing the responses can help educators and policymakers tailor English language learning
programs to better meet the needs of students preparing for professional careers.

Importance of English in a Professional Context

Nearly all respondents (around 100%) acknowledge the importance of English
professionally, emphasizing the need to include it in higher education to boost employability and
professional skills. General English vs. Specialized English. About 60% of respondents favored
specialized English (ESP) over general English, as it aligns with their field of study. They
believe ESP helps with field-specific terminology, access to English resources, and smoother
integration into professional or international environments.

Effectiveness of ESP

Students also believe that learning ESP can be more effective than general English for
vocational training. Many respondents who preferred ESP felt that it would provide a more
relevant and practical set of skills for their careers. For example, one respondent argued that
specialist English would be more useful for their professional future as it would cover specific
vocabulary and contexts, they were likely to encounter.

Varied Levels of English Proficiency

The survey included participants with varying levels of English proficiency, from those
who could read and express themselves to those who spoke fluently. Interestingly, preference for
specialized English was strong across all proficiency levels, although there were notable
exceptions. Some respondents with lower proficiency expressed doubts about learning specialized
English without first gaining a solid foundation in general English.

Gender Differences

The survey did not reveal significant gender differences in preference for general and
specialized English. Both male and female respondents showed similar distributions of
preferences, suggesting that the demand for ESP is similar across genders.

Mixed Responses on Learning Formats

Although the majority leaned towards specialist English, some respondents emphasized
the importance of a balanced approach. They advocated a combination of general and specialized
English to provide comprehensive language education. One respondent noted that both types of
English are important and suggested that specialist English cannot be learned effectively without
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a good understanding of general English. This highlights the need for a basic knowledge of general
English before delving into specialized language training.

Practical Applications and Recommendations

Based on survey results, higher education institutions should consider the following for ESP
programs:

1. Combine ESP with General English: Offer a two-tier approach—students first build a
general English foundation, then progress to specialized courses.

2. Develop Domain-Specific Curricula: Tailor ESP courses to departmental needs,
focusing on specialized vocabulary and industry-specific communication.

3. Ensure Flexibility: Provide modular courses allowing students to choose intensity and
focus based on their skill levels.

4. Emphasize Professional Context: Use real-life examples, case studies, and role-play to
teach practical ESP applications.

5. Continuous Assessment: Regularly update curricula based on student feedback and
industry trends to keep ESP courses relevant.

The Impact of Shifting from General to Specialized English in Higher Education

A recent survey aimed at understanding students’ experiences of transitioning from general
English to English for Specific Purposes (ESP) courses offers insight into its effectiveness and
benefits. Analyzing the responses allows us to gain a deeper understanding of how specialized
English impacts higher education students.

Positive Reception and Benefits

1. Improved Language Skills: Students reported better grammar and vocabulary, essential
for future work or study abroad.

2. Career Preparation: ESP prepares students for professional interactions and international
job opportunities.

3. Career Development: ESP enhances employability by providing field-specific language
skills.

4. Increased Vocabulary: Students gain and retain relevant terminology crucial for academic
and professional success.

Mixed reviews of the overall experience

Although most reviews were positive, one respondent rated the experience as “okay” and
did not find the English major helpful. This outlier highlights that the effectiveness of ESP courses
may vary depending on individual needs and learning styles. This suggests that while specialized
courses are beneficial for most, a one-size-fits-all approach may not be suitable for all students.

Conclusion

The research clearly shows that the move from general to specialist English greatly benefits
tertiary students. The specialized approach not only improves their language skills, but also better
prepares them for professional and academic challenges in specific fields. However, it is important
for educational institutions to recognize the diverse needs of students and perhaps integrate a
balance of general and specialized English language instruction to meet different learning
preferences. This personalized approach ensures that all students can get the most from their
language education and are well prepared for their future careers.
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
