Abstract. The article considers one of the topical categories of anthropology, as well as modern
cultural and literary studies - the concept of liminality. The term «liminalness» was first introduced into the
science of anthropology by Arnold Van Gennep. During the research work, the judgments of Viktor Turner,
who conceptually grounded the idea of liminality from the field of anthropology to literature, were studied.
The authors conducted a comprehensive analysis of the works of foreign philosophers and literary scholars.
In the result of the study, peculiarities of liminal theory were identified and the role of liminal phenomenon
in literary studies was evaluated. Despite the fact that the problem of liminality is one of the topical
directions in the modern world literature, in modern Kazakh literature is not considered as the object of
research. The concept of liminality will be a new topic requiring in-depth study.
