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In the modern world, many events take place every day and they all differ in
nature, some of them are positive and carry positive emotions, while others, on the
contrary have a different direction, which causes people not the most pleasant
emotions.

today in the journalism of Kazakhstan, the domestic viewer does not often choose a
program where there are investigations or harsh stories of reality. Basically, the
average layman has created for himself the image of the TV as a lifeline from the
truthful and harsh reality. Today, television is perceived by a person as something
entertaining, something that can help to relax, no one wants to watch about difficult,
but important topics for society. The question is how to change the perception model
and voluntarily lead a person to conscious viewing of criminal programs, even if he
came for an entertainment show.

In criminal journalism, not only its content is important, but also how it is
presented to the viewer, with what presentation from the TV presenter, in what
format and most importantly at what time the recording of the release is broadcast.
In the last ten years, many changes have taken place in the world, it is in the internal
structure of society that completely different norms of behavior have appeared, the
political situation is heating up more and the structure of society has changed. Taken
together, all this led to the incitement of citizens interest in public and political life,
led to an important need to be a full-fledged participant in all these actions and to
have an influence on what is happening. Therefore, the interest of the viewer is
present, although it was caused artificially. From this, thoughts arise that domestic
television needs programs related to crime, something that will arouse the viewer's
interest in what is happening.

One of the important needs of a person since ancient times is the safety of his
life and the safety of loved ones. It is important for people to know that they are
protected and stable; these are our instincts that were laid down by nature. Over time,
humanity has changed its concepts of security, if earlier the threat was only from
natural phenomena or wild animals, then in the modern world there are much more
fears, even in the information field. All with the advent of power in the hands of
people, when some can control the lives of a hundred, and just from this, many want
to protect themselves and their loved ones. Based on this, we can conclude that the
criminal topic has always been popular in the media. It is important to hear that
someone was rescued somewhere or vice versa, if forewarned means forearmed.
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Information gives the viewer or reader an invisible barrier that helps protect and feel
safe.

Everyone can interpret the definition of crime journalism quite differently for
themselves. But in the end, crime in the media is understood as a set of situations of
illegal behavior of people, as well as the prerequisites and consequences of such
actions [1; 116]. This is a fairly broad concept in the media and it can be considered
from different points of view. By it, we mean when a fragment of reality is
illuminated or analyzed, in which legal or illegal actions were committed that led to
a negative result; a model of human behavior in society is shown from the point of
view of existing norms and laws that were ignored by the individual for the sake of
their personal goals.

The viewer can be presented with information without details and the personal
opinion of the journalist, and then everyone draws his own conclusions and gives
the result for himself. Or there may be a mirror situation when the author writes his
point of view and the consumer either perceives it or rejects it, based on some facts
that seem more logical to him. Therefore, criminal journalism is of great importance
in the life of society, it forms a general opinion of a person about morals and norms,
shows the limits of what is permitted and explains in an accessible way why they
should not be violated. And to be more precise forms a common opinion.

Most of the news in crime journalism includes an aggressive nature. And the
term "aggression” has many interpretations. Any unstable behavior that has the
content of a threat or damage to other people can be allowed to be called aggression.
It is when someone encroaches on the safety of a person, both morally and
physically. Aggressive behavior also includes profanity, insults, direct verbal
threats, and serious intentions to hurt your opponent, who at the same time does not
want such treatment and plays the role of a victim [2; 120]. When the media covers
a criminal topic, it satisfies the needs of society for security, through the provision
of certain information containing information about the illegal environment with
aggression.

Having studied the work of Kuchma V.V., where he describes in detail the
process of investigations and trials in Ancient Greece for a better understanding of
the emergence of criminal journalism. Such moments were highlighted that in the
ancient civilization, investigations took place with the help of torture and obtaining
evidence from witnesses. The Areopagus dealt with matters of justice that was the
name of the council of elders who analyzed the material about the crime; in a way
they were the first journalists who conducted their own journalistic investigation.

In ancient Greece, court hearings were more adversarial. Every year they
became more civilized, but the most important fact is that we revealed the first birth
of law, lawsuits and how the limits of what was permitted were established for crime,
when people began to investigate the case, and not trust their primitive instincts [3;
103-123]. Then there were long stages where the judicial processions became
more and more civilized. For example, in the sixth century AD, the Code of Justinian
was adopted, the content of which included indications of factual forensic
significance or rather obligations were introduced to use the services of a specialist
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in the courts when comparing handwriting in proceedings. So the investigations
entered a new stage of development and the facts became more truthful, torture was
no longer used as a tool for collecting evidence. After all, such a method was already
considered inhumane and violated human rights.

Having analyzed the main stages in the Ancient World, it is still possible to
move on to a more interesting period for the development of law, namely the
fifteenth century, when an active process of formation of criminal procedural
legislation took place in Germany. All this long and fruitful process led to the
creation in 1516 by the act of Charles the fifth and received historical fame under
the name "Caroline". This document spelled out the main points of the German
criminal process, which is used to this day by lawyers in different countries including
Kazakhstan. "Carolina” touched upon such aspects as the state wanted list.
Everything was divided into four main stages: collecting information, conducting a
general investigation, conducting a special investigation and a court session [4; 75].

The  program  "Department  of
Investigative Journalism" is an attempt to establish the truth, restore justice. This is
a comprehensive study of an important socially significant event, both current life
and past years. Another program that airs on the ZhibekZholy channel is called
"Honest Journalistic Investigation". Journalistic investigation in the form of a report
on acute social topics. Most of the investigative journalism is traditionally carried
out by newspapers, telegraph services and freelance journalists. Due to the decline
in advertising revenue, many traditional news services find it difficult to finance
investigative journalism, as it takes a lot of time and is expensive. he genre implies
that a journalist has certain "detective" skills: the ability to think outside the box, to
work with people and information in a filigree way, to move from intuitive guesses
to the search for irrefutable evidence, to bring the investigation to an end — but the
result should be the publication of an article or a television report. The ultimate goal
of any journalistic investigation is the search for social justice. A sign of high-quality
journalistic work is the reaction of society: the publication was noticed, caused a
resonance or left indifferent. It is difficult to talk about investigative journalism in
our country, because it is almost non-existent now. Some are trying to do something,
for example, those who work with data data, but it seems to me, some fragments.
“The investigation was
established”, where the viewer is presented in detail the most high-profile criminal
cases that have only been in Kazakhstan [5]. The program talks very interestingly
about the unusual exposure of new schemes of swindlers that they do not get tired
of inventing, as well as the pursuit of ruthless killers. For the most part, the program
broadcasts about hard work at risk to life, how domestic police officers live in
difficult everyday life. The program is not made in a news format, but takes time for
detailed details or long interviews with people in crime. "The investigation is
established" is a documentary cycle with different cutting themes. On the channel
"Eurasia" there is a program "Grani", which also applies to criminal journalism. This
IS not only a special report, but also how real heroes give live comments right in the
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studio. The program is preparing one big material, as well as preparing headings that
will be broadcast. The format is distinguished by its uniqueness and simplicity.

There are news stories with crime, as well as programs
that tell in great detail about the situation, for example, those that are held in the
studio with the presenter and guests. Crime journalism needs a lot of attention if it
doesn't stop informing people about recent incidents. If television programs
appeared in Russia in the nineties, then in Kazakhstan at that moment they were
filming crime films about bandits, about ordinary people and how they tried to
survive during a large and complex restructuring of the system. People who prefer
crime journalism can choose anything from these three countries, because such a
format is quite universal and a large number of people living in Kazakhstan are
interested in it.
