Abstract: This article explores multilingualism and myths as the basis for the formation
of a multicultural personality. Influence of myths on multilingual formation. The development
of the history of myths in different cultures, languages, as well as the influence of myths on
patriotism.

As an object of study of myth, mythology from a macro point of view, we
see that world mythology has three characteristics. First, spiritual myths that
originated in the early, ancient times. It tells the story of the origin of plants,
animals, and even humans in nature, as well as individual celestial bodies.
Secondly, it is possible to attribute to the myths that have arisen in the face of
declining states. Myths began to emerge, which he called the "Golden Age" or
"KoW ycriHme Oo3topraii skymbipTKanaraH ke3." Thirdly, it takes the turn of
monotheism, which was formed and developed during the feudal states. This
period shows a close relationship with God. Here, both the spiritual mythology
of the early church and the polytheistic mythology of the declining state are
reconsidered, and the place of spirits and polytheism is now seen as a force that
creates the world on its own.

History of myth. Karen Armstrong, a British philosopher, theologian, and
publicist, is the author of many books on religion, translated into 40 languages,
as well as the book “A Brief History of Myth (2004).” Karen Armstrong has
divided the myth into six stages in its history:
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1) Paleolithic: the mythology of hunters (20,000-8000 BC);
2) Neolithic: mythology led by farmers (8000 - 4000 BC);
3) Ancient civilization (4000-800 BC);

4) Axial or axial period (800-200 BC);

5) The situation after the axial period (200-1500 BC).

6) The Great Transformation of the West (1500-2000 BC).

1) Some of the most ancient myths date back to the Paleolithic period, when
they spoke of the heavens, which is probably why the first ideas about God began
to appear. Looking up at the sky, people began to understand what is an infinite,
distant and insignificant life, a religious life.

2) About ten thousand years ago, people invented agriculture. Hunting
ceased to be one of the finds of food, the Earth provided humanity with food.
Neolithic creation myths confirmed that man belongs to the Earth, such as rocks,
rivers, and trees, that is, is connected with nature. Therefore, they had to respect
the earth, nature. In other plots, great importance was attached to the connection
of a person with a particular place, this connection is stronger than kinship ties.

3) At the turn of the V-1V centuries, humanity took another concrete step in
its development: people began to build cities first in Mesopotamia and Egypt,
then in China, India and Crete. Some of these ancient civilizations have
disappeared without a trace, but since the innovation of urbanization is located
on the territory of modern Iraqg, which is called the "Fertile Crescent" (Russian
"monopoanblil momymecsi'”), the myths are reflected in such a way as to glorify
urban life.

4) The term, proposed by the German philosopher Karl Jaspers, refers to the
axial period - a period in the history of mankind, when the mythological
worldview was replaced by a philosophical one that forms the type of personality
that exists today. The attitude to ancient myths in the axial period was different.
Newcomers condemned some aspects of religions and mythological worldview,
while others were more forgiving of mythology. On the one hand, the myths were
shown from a new side, and they were given a new spirit. In cities, a long time
ago, a critical attitude to myths was formed. Therefore, people began to look at
mythology from other sides, but as soon as they were faced with the mystery of
the soul, they instinctively turned to the same old, ancient myths, so the need for
myths did not disappear. The old myth, refuted by reasonable reformers, often
found its place in the new system, slightly changing its appearance.

5) Consider the connection of the historical religions of Judaism,
Christianity and Islam with myth during this period. All of them have a
mythological layer. Therefore, people turned to myths to find answers to certain
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philosophical questions or to comfort themselves in a difficult situation. The
words "mysticism","myth” and "mystery" come from the same ancient Greek
word "musterion"— which means" to close your lips" or "to close your eyes". All
these words hide silence and mystery or indicate a connection not only with the
outside world, but also with the inner world. Thanks to the technique of special
concentration, the mysteries of all religious traditions roam in different parts of
the soul, and this journey is like the journey of a mythical hero.

In the XVI century, Europe and the first European settlers left the beginning
of civilization on the territory of the future United States. And in the XIX-XX
centuries, this civilization spread and began to appear in other parts of the world.
Life has changed irrevocably, and one of the most important results of this global
change has been the disappearance of mythology from human life. That is,
because of the emergence of new innovations, people began to abandon myths,
believing in science, real facts. Science replaced myths.

Myth as a form of worldview was explored by scientist Seit Kaskabasov,
who spoke about the myth genre of Kazakh folklore and gave a definition of the
myth of Kazakh folklore. When he talks about Kazakh myths, we can see that
they are close to the ancient classical myths. According to scientists who study
myths in general, myths do not come as a pure concept. In every folklore,
manifestations of mythology can be found, first of all, in fairy tales, customs,
legends, rituals, folk songs.

There are several reasons why people invented myths:

1. A person gets very tired, that is, the creation of imaginary worlds;

2. Because of man's sinfulness;

3. There is a way to get rid of danger.

Myth as a form of worldview can be divided into the following lines
according to how people perceive and understand it, how they use myths in life:

1. The connection between dreams and myth;

2. The connection between animals and myth;

3. The connection between nature and myth;

4. An encounter with a myth as an example of an ancient fairy tale, epic
work.

Development of myths, history in different cultures and countries,
which served as the development of multilingualism. All people invented
myths, transformed, decorated them and shared with each other, and the
development of different cultures and languages was formed.

Greek. The source of European poets, playwrights and artists was the Greek
gods, heroes, characters and myths and legends about them. The legends and
myths of ancient Greece, the whole culture of Greece, when philosophy
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developed, when the influence of democracy reached its peak, was one of the
reasons for the development of civilization throughout Europe. Mythology has
been around for a long time.

Myths, legends of ancient Greece gradually became popular. An educated
person had to memorize what Homer wrote and be able to quote from anywhere.
Greek scholars began to classify myths in order to summarize everything.

A special feature of the mythology of the Greek people is that they together
compose memories of the distant, long-forgotten past lives of people, gods, and
heroes, mixing them with poetic fiction. Mythogrophs appeared in the IV century
BC.

Roman. However, the peculiarity of ancient Roman mythology is that it is
subject to politics, civic duty and moral principles of Rome. They believed that
every ruler is chosen by God, so he knew what the structure of life should be like.
For the Romans, God was part of life. With their help, they plowed the land,
sowed seeds, and then expected a successful and plentiful harvest. The gods, in
turn, made sacrifices instead. The Romans valued customs highly. If someone
sneezed during the procedure, the procedure had to be restarted.

The list of gods they meet: Jupiter - the god of all gods, Neptune - the god
of the sea, Mercury - the god of trade, Mars - the god of war, Venus - the god of
love and beauty, Diana - the god of hunting, etc. These gods acted as Jupiter's
helpers.

Celtic. The main difference between the Celtic myths was the lack of
information about its history, i.e. about the end of time and the birth of the Earth
from Chaos. Legends often say that heroes and heroines were mentioned more
often than gods. For example, the warrior Osinin spent 300 years with the fairy
Niam. Therefore, archaeologists have found that every Celtic man buried his gun,
clothes, utensils and even horse-drawn carts.

The most famous and mysterious character in Celtic mythology is King
Arthur. In the works, he was the leader of the gods. King Arthur was a bold,
courageous, charming and powerful man.

Egyptian. The images of the gods and their lives were mentioned by the
ancient Egyptians in the 6th century BC. It began in the VI-IV centuries.
According to the first myths, the whole planet was flooded, in short, it was called
"The Hyn". The gods of chaos created heaven and earth, flora and fauna and man.
“Ra”, goddess of the lotus flower, took control of the sun and the early pharaohs
were considered gods in Egypt. The heroes of Egyptian legends, fairy tales and
myths were gods. One of them is Osiris, who has become very popular.
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Japanese. The ancient Japanese believed that nature has a soul. Stones and
trees, mountains and lakes, wells and places were considered filled with gods.
They considered their ancestors to be gods, a religion they called Shinto.

The Japanese have an interesting myth about Mountain Fuji: an emperor's
wife once told her husband that she was eternal and that he should return to
heaven. He gives his wife a gift that allows him to see his wife. However, the
emperor and his wife want to fly to heaven. Gradually, as the sun sets, he climbs
the mountain for a long time. Reaches the summit of Mount Fuji. His arrogance
angers the gods. The gods punish them by burning them. Therefore, there is a
myth that at the top of Fujiyama you can see the smoke of a burning mirror.The
ancient Japanese believed that people were created by the spirit. The most
powerful and influential of them was the Sun God.

Slavic. Stories (bylichki) were of great importance for understanding Slavic
mythology. For example, stories of heroes such as the Russian hero llya
Muromets about respect for the country, for the native land. Hence their
connection with nature and magical power, their invincibility.

Creatures of Slavic mythology: “Mpictan kemmip”, ‘“Monma wueci”,
“IlomoBoit”, “Omnimci3 Komeir”, “Cy nepici” and etc.

Myth and multilingualism in Kazakh culture, influence on its
patriotism. There are many sacred, historical and natural places in Kazakhstan,
and they are very important for people. The country has more than 100 natural
wonders with their own history, about which many myths, legends and stories
are composed. The mythological consciousness of the people was formed under
the influence of legends, fairy tales, stories, myths, which helped determine their
place in society, understand complex interpersonal relationships in it, and also
explain various natural phenomena.

- The Chinese myth of the immortal white snake;

- The myth of Arachne;

- The Cambodian myth of lightning, thunder, and rain, and others.

In conclusion, myths are one of the sources for the full development of
multilingualism. From ancient times, myths have been one of the sources of
connections between people, which united many cultures and were passed down
from generation to generation. For example, the Kazakhs were so respectful of
their nature with patriotism, thereby creating myths about nature. If you take the
development of myths abroad, they treated it more soulfully, creating myths about
love, gods, resurrection and life. They are united by many things: patriotism,
which gave breath to the creation of myths, thereby linking the countries of their
culture and the development of multilingualism.
